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Providing intuitive functionality, the simple-to-use icon-based graphical
user interface of the touch panel controllers avoids the need for lecturers
to spend time familiarising themselves with the system,and immediately

allows them to harness the power of the integrated presentation aids.

For example, a single touch on the control panel screen will start a dual
projector system, while dimming the theatre lights to an optimum pre-

set level. The lecturer can then call up slides, video/DVDs or computer
images or documents individually or in tandem, again, using the simple,

familiar screen icons on the touch panel.

Furthermore, the system is set to include a video conferencing capability
that will allow students anywhere in the world to tune into lectures and
also allow ‘visiting’lecturers to deliver presentations and engage in two-
way discussions with the law school’s students from the lecturer's own

remote location.

In total, the law school building features three lecture theatres, each
equipped with its own AMX control system. The main, 200 seat theatre
and secondary, 120 seat facility utilise a twin projector configuration for
presenting lectures, while a smaller, 60 seat lecture theatre operates with

a single projector system.

Mike Shaw, the University’s Audio Visual Manager explained the benefits
of the AMX system: “The simplicity of the user interface is the crucial
element of the AMX system, along with its ability to integrate all of the

electrically operated devices in the lecture theatres. It means that

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Lecturers can seamlessly switch from one presentation aid to another

without upsetting the flow of their lecture.

Importantly, intelligent programming of the touch panels means that the
control options for all devices use a consistent layout and icon imagery,

When the video conferencing facility is added to the system, this option
will be accessed through a further touch screen icon, which will set up
the camera, video feed to the projector and sound feed, allowing special-

ist guest lecturers to present to students from anywhere in the world.
